South Carolina Public Service Commissioner Elizabeth “Lib” Fleming has been appointed to the 
Board of Directors of the National Regulatory Research Institute (NRRI). The announcement 
was made by fellow South Carolina Commissioner David Wright, President of the National 
Association of Regulatory Utility Commissioners (NARUC).  
 
Founded in 1976 by NARUC, NRRI serves state utility regulators through its efforts in 
identifying regulatory challenges, both current and future, and creating and disseminating 
cutting-edge research that will assist regulators with their public interest decision-making.
